CPAG announces restructure plans

Child Poverty Action Group has announced plans to restructure its London operations to prioritise its resources on its social policy work. Following publication of its manifesto last month which set out the policy measures the charity believes are necessary to help achieve the target of eradicating child poverty by 2020, the organisation has reviewed its job roles and structures so that more of its resources are concentrated on developing and promoting the manifesto proposals and its longterm aims. 

Jennifer Bernard, chair of trustees of CPAG, said:

”The country is facing exceptionally difficult economic times, and CPAG is also feeling the effects of the downturn. In order to support our goal of an end to child poverty in the UK, we have decided to give priority to our social policy and lobbying work to concentrate on the prevention and eradication of poverty which lies at the heart of the economic challenge we face. 

“Regrettably, this combination of circumstances means we are having to make some existing posts in CPAG redundant. We know this will be a worrying time for our staff and their families. We expect to redeploy the majority of staff affected, and to continue to deliver specialist support to frontline advice workers to enable them to advise their clients who will be hit hardest by the recession.” 

Kate Green, chief executive of CPAG, said:

“I do not underestimate the scale of the challenge or the impact on CPAG’s people. However, I believe this restructure will give us the capability to have the biggest impact on eradicating child poverty by refocusing our priorities and our work to where we can make the biggest difference.”

The charity's Glasgow office is unaffected by the  announcement.

CPAG  is consulting Unite the union about its plans.
